Reports
A. Managing Director
Mr. Gnadt reviewed the statistics for May 2023. Ridership continues to recover. The Federal Transit
Administration (FTA) awarded MTD $6.6 million to purchase ten 40’ diesel electric hybrid buses under the
Low- and No-Emission grant program. These new hybrid buses use 40-50% less fuel than a pure diesel bus.

Mr. Gnadt noted that the FTA also awarded battery-electric paratransit vans — one for Champaign County
Area Rural Transit System (C-CARTS) and two for MTD - through the lllinois Department of Transportation’s
(IDOT) request from the Low- and No-Emission grant program.

Mr. Nudo left the meeting.

9. Action Items

A. Ordinance No. 2023-1 — Adoption of Budget & Appropriation Ordinance for FY2024

MOTION by Mr. Hannon to adopt Ordinance No. 2023-1 - Budget and Appropriation Ordinance for the
Champaign-Urbana Mass Transit District for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2023 and ending June 30, 2024;
seconded by Ms. Chaplan.

B. Annual Update to the Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan (PTASP)
The Board last approved PTASP revisions on March 27, 2022. The current updates to the PTASP include

new requirements from the Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act, program modifications, updated position
titles, and clarifications to existing sections.

MOTION by Mr. Hannon to approve the Public Transportation Agency Safety Plan dated June 28, 2023;
seconded by Ms. Chaplan. Upon vote, the MOTION CARRIED.

C. Champaign County Area Rural Transit System (C-CARTS) Intergovernmental Agreement

This intergovernmental agreement (IGA) between Champaign County and MTD extends the Champaign
County Area Rural Transit System (C-CARTS) demand response (call in for a ride) service for Champaign
County residents through June 30, 2026. The IGA delineates the costs for leasing office and parking space,
rates for MTD staff time, and assigns responsibilities for administrative and regulatory tasks. Changes to
the agreement include a new 3-year term and an update to the formula to calculate maintenance costs. The
County Board approved this IGA at their June 22, 2023 meeting.

MOTION by Mr. Hannon to authorize the Managing Director to execute the Champaign County Area Rural
Transit Intergovernmental Agreement between Champaign County and MTD for the term July 1, 2023

D. Champaign County Area Rural Transit System (C-CARTS) Vehicle Lease Agreement

The C-CARTS Vehicle Lease Agreement codifies the van leasing arrangement between Champaign County
and MTD for C-CARTS service. The updated agreement includes a new expiration date of June 30, 2026,
current listing of vehicles leased, and other minor administrative changes. The Champaign County Board
approved this Lease Agreement at their June 22, 2023 meeting.

MOTION by Mr. Hannon to authorize the Managing Director to execute the C-CARTS Vehicle Lease
Agreement between Champaign County and MTD for the term July 1, 2023 to June 30, 2026; seconded by
Ms. Chaplan. Upon vote, the MOTION CARRIED.

E. Line of Credit Extension with Prospect Bank

MTD has a $10,000,000 bank-qualified, tax exempt line of credit with Prospect Bank that matures on June
30,2023. Prospect Bank has proposed an extension to October 1, 2023 at the same rate, 2.625%, for a $2,500
fee. In this interim, the District will solicit a Request for Proposals from financial institutions for the District's
future banking needs.

MOTION by Mr. Hannon to authorize the Managing Director to execute the $10,000,000 Line of Credit Change
of Terms Agreement with Prospect Bank to extend the note to October 1, 2023 with a $2,500 fee; seconded
by Mr. Fiscella. Upon vote, the MOTION CARRIED.

F. Financial Audit Services Contract

The FTA recommends that transit agencies engage in a different auditor after five years for prudent financial
oversight. MTD issued a Request for Proposals for financial auditing services on May 1, 2023. Twelve
different audit firms were contacted, and the District received one response from Baker Tilly US, LLP. The
Evaluation Committee determined that Baker Tilly could meet all expectations in conducting MTD and C-
CARTS' financial audits for FY2023 — FY2027. For FY2023, the cost is estimated to be in the $40,000 -
$50,000 range.

MOTION by Mr. Hannon to authorize the Managing Director to execute the Baker Tilly US, LLP Engagement
Letter for FY2023 - FY2027; seconded by Mr. Fiscella. Upon vote, the MOTION CARRIED.

G. Underground Storage Tanks Project — Change Order #3 Dewatering and Change Order #4 Additional
Concrete Work

In the Underground Fuel Tank Replacement Project, the contractor needed to add to the original scope of the

project. Due to the high water table in this area, Change Order No. #3 for $55,206.81 paid for pumping water

out of the tank pit to facilitate the excavation and placement of the tanks in the ground. The contractor had

to use several semi-trailer trucks to dispose of the water due to a minor soil contamination issue nearby.

Change Order #4 for $71,654 paid for additional concrete work due to the heavy equipment and weight of
the old tanks that cracked pavement during the excavation and drainage issues. These change orders will
be financed with 100% federal funds through the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA).

MOTION by Mr. Hannon to authorize the Managing Director to approve Change Orders #3 and #4 totaling

$126,860.81 to the contract with lllinois Oil Marketing Equipment, Inc.; seconded by Ms. Chaplan. Upon vote,
the MOTION CARRIED.

There were 336,835 rides in June. This is up almost 6% (~19,000 rides) from June 2023 but still down 19% (~77,500 rides)
from June 2019 (pre-pandemic). June ridership is typically our lowest month because it is full Summer service with no
school days. Although campus ridership is down, the 22 lllini Limited is the highest ridership per revenue hour route at 34.89
and the 24 Link is the second highest at 30.35, which is a bit of a surprise since its ridership during the school year is not in
the top tier. This may point to the internship activity at Research Park. Weekend ridership per hour is competitive with the
weekdays. For example, the Saturday Daytime Community group ridership per revenue hour is 23.6, while Weekday Daytime
Community ridership per revenue hour is 19.48. Sunday is similarly high at 19.44, just below the weekday number.

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MANAGING DIRECTOR'S NOTES

1) Once a year, MTD welcomes a third-party auditor from Lloyd’s Register — Quality Assurance (LRQA) to
assess compliance of the District's 9001:2015 & 14001:2015 certified management system (MTD2071). This
year represents the first surveillance audit of a three-year cycle. From June 27 through June 30, our auditor
joined us remotely to ensure that MTD is continuing to implement a management system that meets the
guidelines established by the International Organization for Standardization (1SO). The District received its
first ISO certification in 2013.

During our auditor’s four-day virtual visit, she noted a few areas in which the system can continue to grow
and improve, as well as found one minor non-conformance. At the end of the week, the system was
recommended for continued certification to the ISO 9001:2015 and 14001:2015 standards. This result is the
culmination of many departments working together to sustain this critical system and push the District’s
environmental sustainability and quality performance forward.

2) One of the most difficult aspects of navigating a transit system while being visually impaired is knowing
which bus to board. When multiple routes serve a single stop, knowing the identity of the route is usually only
obtained after asking the operator. As a part of our continuing efforts to further comply with the Americans
with Disabilities Act (ADA), MTD has been testing a new software component called Multimedia Data Center
(MMDC) on INIT’s MobilePlan software. MobilePlan is the software that our planning department uses for
nearly every aspect of managing the complicated world of our operations. MMDC allows audible external
announcements at our bus stops. We now have the capability to designate selected stops for audible
external announcements and plan to use them at all stops being served concurrently by multiple routes.

The announcement will play automatically when the door is opened and will state the route and direction of
the bus (e.g., “Five East Green”) and is programmed to repeat after 30 seconds. Planning has successfully
tested this feature as of mid-June and is performing additional testing to ensure the feature will work across
the fleet. We will soon create a listing of all stops in our service area needing an announcement and will soon
begin programming in MobilePlan. The Board approved the purchase of this equipment and project in
February of 2022.

3) FAAC, the manufacturer of the bus training simulator replacement, is visiting MTD this week to film scenarios
for the customer service component of the training program. Safety & Training and Operations developed
several scenarios representing situations frequently experienced by our operators to test trainees’
knowledge of how to correctly manage each situation. The scenarios follow a “choose your own ending”
design where the trainees’ decision-making determines how the scenario progresses, right or wrong. Local
acting talent was used in the filming and several of them are Station Theater participants. This is a brand-
new training component for the District, and it is anticipated to be ready when the simulator is delivered in
August 2023.

4) On Monday, July 17, Senator Durbin held a press conference at our Maintenance Facility announcing the $6.6
million Lo-No grant award for ten hybrid buses that we received from the Federal Transit Administration. He
also spent a fair amount of time talking about our hydrogen fuel cell project. The event was well attended
and covered by most local media outlets.

After the Board has determined that it is no longer
necessary to protect the public’s interest or the privacy of an individual, minutes of the Closed
Session are made available to the public.

Subject: Approval of Disaster Recovery Site Hardware

A.

Introduction: The District recommends purchasing new technology hardware for the purpose of
building a disaster recovery site.

Recommended Action: Authorize Managing Director to issue a purchase order to Insight for
$46,499.80 for the purchase of a Cohesity backup system. This price includes $26,806.49 for
backup storage hardware and support, $9,267.02 for installation services, and $10,426.29 for
licensing.

Additionally, authorize the Managing Director to issue a purchase order to Connection Public Sector
Solutions for $190,793.87 for the purchase of a Dell server cluster.

Summary: MTD's applications and data are hosted, primarily, on servers at our main administrative
facility. Like all computer systems, they are at some risk of damage from disasters such as fires or
tornados. Without sufficient disaster recovery planning and hardware resources, such a disaster
could lead to long and painful outages of MTD's critical technology systems.

This project will provide Technology Services staff with the hardware to build a disaster recovery
site. This site will be physically separate from our main data center. In the event of a major disaster
at our primary data center, this hardware will allow Technology Services staff to recover critical
systems in a matter of hours rather than weeks or months.

Data from our primary site will be replicated to the Cohesity backup server at our secondary site. In
the event of a disaster, servers can be recovered from those backups onto the servers at the
disaster recovery site.

Prior Trustee Action: On May 25, 2022, the Board voted to enter into a contract with Dell
Technologies for the purchase of four Dell servers. These servers are nearly identical to the servers
being procured for this project and are our primary production servers.

On July 27, 2022, the board voted to authorize the Managing Director to submit a purchase order to
Burwood group for the purchase of a Cohesity backup system. This system is our primary backup
system. The Cohesity system being procured for this project will act as a subscriber to that system.

Background: The District solicited three bids for an expansion of our Cohesity backup solution.
Additionally, the District solicited three bids for a new Dell server cluster to mirror our primary server
cluster. Attachment A outlines the bids received for the Cohesity portion of the Project. Attachment
B outlines bids received for the Dell portion.
